No charge for scrap metal  

IF your load is sorted  
BEFORE you arrive at the  

Transfer Station 

 
• Scrap iron, aluminum, brass, 

copper, and  steel 

• Snow blowers, lawn mowers, weed 
whips, chainsaws and ice augers  
(no fluids) 

• Bikes, wheelbarrows and tire rims 

• Sinks, faucets, steel siding (less 
than 6 feet in length) roofing, 
radiators, steel pipe and rebar 

• Non-insulated steel doors 

• Brass fixtures and fittings 

• Stainless steel pots, pans and 
flatware 

• Desks, file cabinets, grills, metal 
lawn chairs and bed frames (no 
bed springs 

• Wire fencing less than 3 feet in 
length  

• Exercise bikes, weight benches and 
weights 

 

NO - Not Accepted 
 

• No steel cables, wire fencing 
longer than three feet 

• No propane tanks, cylinders, 
empty gas or oil cans 

• No appliances, electronics, 
fluorescent bulbs, ammunition and 
wood core or insulated metal 
doors 

• No asbestos containing material 
(insulated pipes), devices 
containing  mercury (switches, 
thermostats, pressure regulating 
valves), batteries, or any 
radioactive materials 

• No liquids or sludge 

• No glass 

 

 

RULES 

 
• You must be able to load the scrap 

metal into the provided bins by 
yourself 

• No dump trucks or trailers will be 
allowed to dump on the ground 

• No fluids 

• Scrap metal must be free of 
concrete 

• All scrap material must be less 
than 1 cubic yard in size (3 feet by 
3 feet by 3 feet) unless otherwise 
specified  

• All wires, fencing, etc. must be less 
than 3 feet in length 

• Small scrap metal items can be 
placed in the bin on the left hand 
side of DOOR #1
